Besides promoting the use of digital technologies, the era of Industry 4.0 is stimulating the demand for flexibility and adaptable production structures. The 4E FIFO Shooter from item offers a workstation that keeps set-up times to a minimum and ensures working processes are efficient. To create this solution, a work bench has been combined with a material supply trolley. The mobile material supply rack can be swapped for another, pre-stocked rack in just a few seconds. Workers restock the workstation from the rear with a little help from Karakuri. Once the material supply trolley is slotted into place, the locking mechanisms on the inclined roller conveyors release automatically and the containers placed on the conveyors slide right into reach. This ensures material supply is completely customised. As the work bench is electrically height adjustable, it can be ergonomically adapted to the height of the user.

As the system groove is compatible with other components in the item MB Building Kit System, all other products in the Hook and Holder System, Shelves and other custom fixtures can also be used.
